Assessment Visit


To assess the current level of provision.





Report and Action Plan Produced


Advice provided together with clear targets on how to achieve the next level.  Organisation given six months to evidence any further attainment.





Award Made


An award is then made based upon the assessment visit and any subsequent evidence provided.  





Internal Assessors Meeting


The assessment panel meets to critique applications, and any mitigating circumstances or areas for debate that should be taken into account when making the award.





No Award Made


If no level is attained then a Site will be rejected subject to making further developments.





Further Assessment (site visit or remote evidence)


Evidence is submitted by post or email of any changes made on-site.  At their discretion, applicant organisations can request a follow up visit to assess progress made in relation to the action plan previously produced.

Organisation Informed Accreditation Expired (2yrs after award date)


The applicant organisation will be written to and informed that their accreditation has expired.  This will be followed up by telephone to ascertain the organisation’s plans.
